Environmental Occupational Health Support Services is accountable for the environmental issues and health and safety through effective risk management. 
RPR Environmental, who has provided service to McMaster University since 1992 will be working with EOHSS in collecting chemical waste at individual lab location every Tuesday.
RPR Environmental has provided services with technical and environmental specialists who provided support to McMaster University’s waste management process.
During the collection of the waste there must always be a Researcher, Technician/Contact Person available from the lab, this individual will have charge of the waste and able to answer any questions if they arise.

1. Waste Container

Waste containers must be intact and suitable for holding the chemical with tightly fitting lid to prevent leakage. Twenty litre pails must be sealed. Pour-spout containers must have an intact cap. These containers need to be stored in an area with secondary containment in case of a leak or breech of the original container.
Label all waste containers with the yellow Chemical Waste labels available from EOHSS or also located in ABB Stores.

List the content(s) of the container on the label do not use short forms or abbreviations full chemical names are required. The remainder of information must be complete including class if an acid or base include pH, the hazards, name, building room number and date of pick up. 

2. Chemical Waste Disposal Record 
The Chemical Waste Disposal Record is available at; working@mcmaster.ca/eohss or hard copies are located in the ABB stores or EOHSS office. Each waste chemical on the Chemical Waste Disposal Form has item # to the left side.  This number corresponds to the Item # in red located on the top right hand side of the yellow Chemical Waste label applied to every container whether it has the original label on or not.
How to schedule a waste pick up at a location
The completed Chemical Waste Disposal Record must be faxed to EOHSS @ 905.540.9085 so that a pick up may be arranged. This must occur by the Friday prior to the waste pick up day on Tuesday. 
Special Requests 
These include explosives, lab clean outs and unknowns.

Explosives require special handling and a separate pickup, please let EOHSS know this information to allow for the separate arrangements to be put in place.

Lab clean outs (large volume of chemicals) require an account number to accompany the waste disposal form.

Unknowns will be handled upon request with a special technician through RPR Environmental at a cost to the individual requiring the services.  An account number must accompany the waste disposal form.

Safe storage of the chemicals waiting for pick up must be adhered to including secondary containment. Incompatible and highly reactive chemicals must always be stored separately to minimize fire and explosion hazards in the case of accidental breakage.

Example:  Inorganic Salts which liberate poisonous gasses in contact with acids- e.g. Potassium Cyanide

Oxidizing Agents – e.g. Potassium Permanganate

Pyrophoric chemicals e.g. Phosphorus
